Senate 
Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act (S 181) 
The Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act ensures that victims of pay discrimination have a real chance to pursue their 
claims. In May 2007, the Supreme Court ruled that Ledbetter's complaint of pay discrimination was outside of 
the 180-day time limit to file a complaint under Title VII. The Ledbetter Fair Pay Act overturns this damaging 
Supreme Court decision and reinstates the longstanding "paycheck accrual rule," under which each 
discriminatory paycheck triggers a new claim filing period. Passed 61-36. President Obama signed the bill into 
law on January 29, 2009. (111th Congress, U.S. Senate, First Session, Roll Call #14, January 22, 2009) 
 
House of Representatives 
Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act (HR 11) 
The Lilly Ledbetter Fair Pay Act ensures that victims of pay discrimination have a real chance to pursue their 
claims. In May 2007, the Supreme Court ruled that Ledbetter's complaint of pay discrimination was outside of 
the 180-day time limit to file a complaint under Title VII. The Ledbetter Fair Pay Act would overturn this 
damaging Supreme Court decision and reinstate the longstanding "paycheck accrual rule," under which each 
discriminatory paycheck triggers a new claim filing period. Passed 247-171. President Obama signed the bill 
into law on January 29, 2009. (111th Congress, U.S. House of Representatives, First Session, Roll Call #9, 
January 9, 2009) 
 
The Paycheck Fairness Act (HR 12) 
The Paycheck Fairness Act would update and strengthen the Equal Pay Act of 1963, closing loop holes and 
improving the law's effectiveness. The Paycheck Fairness Act would take meaningful steps to empower women 
to negotiate for equal pay, create incentives for employers to follow the law, and strengthen federal outreach 
and enforcement efforts. Passed 256-163. (111th Congress, U.S. House of Representatives, First Session, Roll 
Call #8, January 9, 2009) 
 
Federal Employees Paid Parental Leave Act (HR 626) 
The Federal Employees Paid Parental Leave Act will guarantee four weeks of paid leave for federally-employed 
mothers and fathers upon the birth or adoption of a child. Currently, federal workers are eligible for 12 weeks of 
unpaid leave through the Family and Medical Leave Act, but many cannot afford to forgo a paycheck. The 
Federal Employees Paid Parental Leave Act ensures that federal workers are not forced to choose between 
their mortgage and their children. Passed 258-154. (111th Congress, U.S. House of Representatives, First 
Session, Roll Call #310, June 4, 2009) 
 
Women Veterans Health Care Improvement Act (HR 1211) 
There are approximately 1.7 million women veterans and it is projected that the number of female veterans who 
use the Veterans Administration (VA) system will double in the next five years. The Women Veterans Health 
Care Improvement Act will equip the VA for the immediate and long-term health needs of women veterans, 
particularly those who served in Iraq and Afghanistan. The Women Veterans Health Care Improvement Act will 
strengthen VA services by expanding infant coverage and childcare services at VA facilities, training mental 
health professionals to care for women with Military Sexual Trauma and Post Traumatic Stress Disorder, and 
require the hiring of a full-time women veterans program manager at all VA medical centers. Passed 408-0. The 
Senate version of the bill, S 597, was passed as part of the Caregivers and Veterans Omnibus Health Services 
Act of 2009 on November 19, 2009. (111th Congress, U.S. House of Representatives, First Session, Roll Call
